In light of this roadshow, we
believe management shows a good level of confidence on the road to a gradual improvement in
revenue and profitability towards its 2028 strategic goals. We therefore confirm our Outperform
rating and € 9 target price.

Our target prices are established on a 12-month timeframe and we use three valuation methods to determine them. First, the discounting of available cash flows using the discounting
parameters set by the Group and indicated on ODDO BHF' website. Second, the sum-of-the-parts method based on the most pertinent financial aggregate depending on the sector
of activity. Third, we also use the peer comparison method which facilitates an evaluation of the company relative to similar businesses, either because they operate in identical
sectors (and are therefore in competition with one another) or because they benefit from comparable financial dynamics. A mixture of these valuation methods may be used in specific
instances to more accurately reflect the specific characteristics of each company covered, thereby fine-tuning its evaluation.
